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For centuries, generations of fierce warrior monarchs have held the title of Black Panther, a mantle 
of spiritual and political leadership in the African country of Wakanda. Thanks to the lineage of 
Black Panthers, the country has remained secluded and unconquered. Wakanda is home to secret 
technological advancements and contains the Great Sacred Mound of Vibranium, source of a rare, 
ultra-durable metal that absorbs energy and vibration.

After the death of his father T’Chaka, young T’Challa went on a journey that would lead him to becoming 
the new Black Panther. On that journey, he met and formed a connection with a young mutant named 
Ororo, who would one day go on to become Storm of the X-Men. 

Now T’Challa is the new ruler of Wakanda. He made the controversial decision to reveal his country 
to the world, which drew the attention of Doctor Doom, tyrant ruler of Latveria. T’Challa and his sister 
Shuri drove off Doom’s advances, but back home a recently returned Wakandan refugee named 
N’Jadaka (who had taken the name Erik while living in New York) is spreading unease about the 
kingdom’s new status quo.
