Before declaring their independence from the throne, one of their leaders, Okoye, was the personal
bodyguard of King T'Challa, along with a fellow Dora Milaje named Nakia. Nakia grew dangerously
obsessed with the king, and when she attacked his friends and family, T'Challa exiled her from the
Dora Milaje. Embittered and cast out, Nakia developed an arsenal of weapons, including a drug
named Jufeiro that gives her power over men.

But long-time use of the drug has made her grossly ill. In a desperate attempt to lure the Black
Panther to her before she dies, Nakia stole a doomsday weapon called the Mimic-27 and is
wreaking chaos across New York City. The Dora thwarted two attacks with Spider-Man's help, but
now Nakia is going after Storm of the X-Men--T'Challa's ex-wife!
