
Edwina Dumm (1893-1990) was one of the most important
newspaper cartoonists of the 20th Century; her pioneering 
career stretched from 1915 until her retirement in 1966. 
Her most famous feature—“Cap” Stubbs and Tippie—ran 
under various titles throughout the decades. She also created 
other canine features, including Sinbad and Alec the Great. 

This book presents a delightful year of comic strips starring the
lovable shaggy dog Tippie; his companion, the mischievous young
Cap Stubbs; and an extended family headed by Cap’s wise Gran’ma.
The series ran for nearly fifty years. It began as a gag-a-day comic 

and by the mid-1940s, when these strips were originally 
published, it had developed into a continuing homespun 
saga about life in small-town America.
